                                                 RELATIVE  CLAUSES I
1  We use relative pronouns (who, which, that, whose, whom)  to introduce relative clauses.

We use:

who/that  for people.

The lady  who/ that is standing next to Mrs Jones is her sister.

which/ that for things or animals.

The pictures which/ that the artist paints are very colourful.

The kitten which/ that we bought is very cute.

whose for people ,things or animals to show possession.

Mr Philips is the man whose son won four prizes.

This is the club whose windows were broken.

The elephant is an animal whose memory is very good.

whom for people.

This morning, I ran into a friend whom I hadn’t spoken to for ages.

[ Whom is not normally used in everyday speech.We use who or that instead.]

NOTE: We can omit the relative pronoun when it refers to the object of the sentence.

The girl who/ that you saw at my party is my cousin.

OR:The girl you saw………

The cherries which/ that you bought were very sour.

OR: The cherries you bought…………..

2  Relative pronouns can be used with prepositions:

The customer to whom I spoke was very rude.

OR: The customer (who / that) I spoke to was very rude.

The city in which he lives has very bad traffic.

OR: The city (which/ that) he lives in has very bad traffic.

NOTE:

Where  is used for places.

That’s the office where he works.

OR: That’s the office in which he works.

OR: That’s the office  (which/ that) he works in.
{NOT:That’s the office where he works in.}
