                                            ADJECTIVES
1.When we use more than one adjective to describe a noun,we normally follow this order:PERSONAL OPINION-SIZE/WEIGHT-AGE-SHAPE-COLOUR-ORIGIN-MATERIAL-NOUN. 

e.g. –pretty young Greek girl

       - big round plastic box

       - dirty old green dress

       -heavy blue French lamp

NOTE:We rarely use more than three adjectives to describe a noun.

2.We use the with adjectives such as rich,poor,young,old,elderly,homeless,unemployed,etc.to refer to a group of people.
The young should respect the old.

3.Adjectives ending in –ed or –ing:

-many adjectives ending in –ed describe people’s feelings:bored,disappointed etc.

My sister was very disappointed.

-many adjectives ending in –ing describe the effect that sth has on sb:boring,disappointing, etc.The performance was disappointing.

COMPARE:He was interested in the lecture.The lecture was interesting.

                                                        ADVERBS

1.We usually form adverbs by adding –ly to the adjective:slow-slowly,beautiful-beautifully,happy-happily,simple-simply.BUT:good-well.

2.When the adjective ends in –ic,we add the ending –ally.
e.g. dramatic-dramatically.BUT:public-publicly.

3.With adjectives ending in –ly,we use the phrase:in a……way/manner.

Friendly-in a friendly way.

4.The words fast,hard,early,late and near are both adjectives and adverbs.

e.g She’s a fast driver.She drives fast.

ALSO:hourly,daily,weekly,monthly,yearly.

It is a daily newspaper.The newspaper is published daily.

NOTE THE DIFFERENCE:

Hard=with a lot of effort

Hardly=almost not-She was so surprised, she could hardly speak.

Late=not early

Lately=recently-Have you been to the dentist’s lately?

Near=close

Nearly=almost-Lunch is nearly ready.

*hardly and nearly are placed before the main verb but after “to be” and modal verbs.

NOTE ALSO:hardly any,hardly ever,hardly anybody/anything/anywhere

I have hardly any friends.

*The verbs smell and taste are followed by adjectives not adverbs.

 The food smells good.

                                              COMPARISON

We generally add –er to the adjective/ adverb in the comparative form and –est in the superlative form.

Jack is taller than Simon.Richard  is the tallest of all/in the class.

Robert swam faster than me, but Nick swam the fastest of all /in the team.

BUT:Skiing is more exciting than cycling,but for me,surfing is the most exciting sport of all/in the world.

Rita works more carefully than Sara,but Christine works the most carefully of all.

Other types of comparison:

1. as…….as:He’s as tall as his brother.

not as/so….as:He isn’t as/so tall as his brother.

       2.the+comparative……,the+comparative:

           The older he gets,the wiser he becomes.

       3.comparative+and+comparative:

            The days are getting longer and longer.

        NOTE:1.very+adjective in the positive degree:She’s very tall.
