2 Any is mainly used in interrogative and negative sentences.It is also used in affirmative sentences with negative words like hardly,without,never,etc.

e.g. Is there any cake left?
       There aren’t any lions in this zoo.

       She has hardly any money left in the bank.
All derivatives of some and any follow the same rules.

e.g. There is someone outside

       Would you like something to drink?

       Is anyone there?

       There isn’t anything in the cupboard.

       Hardly anybody knew the truth.
