                                RELATIVE CLAUSES II
There  are two types of relative clauses: defining  relative clauses and non-defining relative clauses.

1  Defining relative clauses make it clear  which person, thing or animal we are talking about.We do not put them between commas.

The young man  who/that failed his driving test can take it again next month.

The house (which/ that) they bought cost over $100,000.

2 Non-defining relative clauses simply add an extra piece of information about the person, thing etc. we are talking about.We  put them between commas.

David, who lives down the road , is throwing a birthday party  on Friday.

{NOT:David, that lives….}

The cheetah, which looks like a big cat, can run at 100 km an hour.

{NOT:The cheetah,that looks…}

{We do not use that after a comma.}

1 The actors who won Oscars were interviewed live.

{NOT:…….who they won….}

This is the jacket  which I bought yesterday.

{NOT:……which  I  bought  it….}

There’s the woman  whose dog bit me.

{NOT:…whose her dog bit….}
