The international load line ……….certificate and the register of cargo gear …………..are currently out of date and need to be updated. We also need to have the ship cleaned so that the  derat ……..will be valid. Please, send me updated versions of the shipping ……..articles, tonnage ……certificate, and the crew list …………..as soon as they are complete. I will also need updated versions of the tonnage tax receipts ……………after each port you visit. The pacific voyager can’t leave port until we get all of these documents in order.
